In view of the increased activity and imminent major eruption of Mayon Volcano as
indicated by the hoisting of Alert Level 4 by the Philippine Institute of Volcanology and
Seismology (PHILVOCS), the Department of Tourism (DOT) enjoins the public to strictly
observe safety precautions.

Foreign and domestic visitors, who have arrived in the area to watch the once-in-a-
lifetime spectacle displayed by the country’s magnificent natural treasure, must abide by
the mandatory precautions imposed by the authorities, particularly keeping off the 8-
kilometer radius-danger zone.

Based on the latest PHILVOCS reports, continuous lava fountaining and summit
explosions may precipitate raising of public alert level to Alert Level 5 anytime Tuesday,
which means any or all human activities will be prohibited within the 10-kilometer
radius-extended danger zone.

Similarly, all operators of accommodations and other tourism-related establishments
including resorts and tourism sites/destinations are directed to take preventive
measures for the safety of their guests.
